JUne Day Away to Traverse City

For the few who were able to go, the Iris Farm in Traverse City on Rt. 72, was lovely as always, although the peak was probably the following week, due to the colder-than-usual Spring in that area. With clipboard in hand, you gaze at the rows of endless varieties (every color but red and green), and write down your order, which will arrive in the mail in September.  In July their focus turns to daylilies, so there’s another reason to go mid-summer.

We also visited Bellwether Gardens, a small nursery worth visiting on your own when you’re in the Traverse City area.  Head up Rt. 22 north into the Leelanau Peninsula and about the five-mile mark, turn left on to Shady Lane.   Bellwether will be on your right and you will find wonderful perennial plants at a reasonable price.  The nursery is also known in the area for its mulch, which they sell by the bag.   

Further up Rt. 22, before you get to Sutton’s Bay, is Plant Master, with endless flats of annuals, baskets and made-up pots – an entirely different focus than Bellwether Gardens, but between the two places, we managed to bring home a carload of plants.

Our final stop was Dee Blair’s pocket garden on Sixth Street, within walking distance of downtown.  Dee’s walled-in garden is a perfect accompaniment to her restored Victorian home and if you ring the bell as you go through the gate, she is happy to give you a personal tour.

If you’re in the Traverse City area, a visit to any one of these would be worth it.

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Master Gardeners help homeowners 

preserve environment, save money

Thanks to the work of Midland County Master Gardeners, who are spreading the word about the importance of soil testing, a record number of homeowners are sending soil samples to MSU Diagnostic Services.  

Soil testing protects the environment and the wallet. The results, which are shared with homeowners by Master Gardeners or MSU Extension staff members, show how many and the types of nutrients a lawn or garden area needs for maximum production. 

This information allows homeowners to purchase and apply the correct amount of fertilizers in their back yards. Over application of nitrogen, phosphorus and potassium threatens the quality of ground and surface waters when it leaches through soil or runs off during rainstorms.  

Master Gardeners volunteer their time to review each of the soil test recommendations before the results are sent on to the homeowners.  If the recommendations are followed, homeowners can redirect their gardening budgets to more tangible and enjoyable purchases such as plant material and lawn equipment.

Other services volunteered by the more than 50 Midland County Master Gardeners include teaching classes, working on local community landscape projects, answering questions at retail stores, writing a newspaper column and assisting at the local office.  These volunteer projects result in nearly 4,600 volunteer hours per year, which is worth nearly $90,000 to the county (according to Public Sector, the nonprofit coalition that values each hour of volunteer time at $19.51).

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Book Review

Potting Places

By Teri Dunn

For years I have dreamed of creating a special place to organize my gardening tools and supplies, while having a spot to call my own in the garden.  Teri Dunn helps gardeners find those spaces in their yards to add a whole new dimension of pleasure to their gardening chores.  Just as we think about our kitchen space, Dunn has readers looking at what they need for their work conditions in the yard.  She discusses efficiency, light, storage, shelving, sinks, drainage, and supplies that every gardener should have in their work areas.

Beginning with the essentials, the author moves into checklists for potting sheds, corners, and even potting benches.  She provides factual tables, project ideas, wonderful photos and even designs for these ideas. Plans are given for sheds, which will cost thousands of dollars to simply using a portable table that could be stored in the garage or under the eave for future use. Dunn gives those new to gardening, tips on tool selection and how to store and clean tools properly to preserve their long-term use.  For master gardeners, she gives her recipe for potting mix, how to cure onions, and even taking softwood cuttings from woody plants.

Printed in the soft cover format, gardeners of all ages will enjoy this book of lovely suggestions, ideas, and photos of proper organization of all gardening tools and equipment.  Dunn realizes that gardeners are natural recyclers, and includes a chapter on “life after potting.”  She gives suggestions for using that old stepladder or even used chopsticks.  Ideas are included for off-season use of the potting shed for storage of other household materials.

Dunn doesn’t forget the basics when she discusses integrating the potting space into the garden area. She writes about paths, privacy, and even flexibility of moving the space in a small garden.  Certainly, if you have even considered having your own potting shed, this book would be a wonderful read on those rainy afternoons when gardening is just not a possibility.  Look for inspiration from this book and even some romance as you fall in love with the beautiful garden spaces in this colorful text.

ASK THE MASTER GARDENER

Fourteen years ago the state MG coordinator, Mary McClellan, designated the month of May as Master Gardener Lets Go Gardening Month. She wrote:
"During this time Master Gardeners may volunteer at local nurseries, garden centers and other horticulture retailers to answer customer's home gardening questions. Master Gardeners will be available the Saturdays in May 9:00 am to 5:00 pm. The Master Gardeners will not 'work' for the business and will not be used as general laborers. They will not wait on customers, stock shelves, carry customers' purchases out to the car, or the like. However, they (the store) may choose to offer them discount on purchases made on the days they volunteer. As a thank you, the business will make a donation to the county extension office at the rate of $6.00 per hour".


Today the project has a new name, "ASK THE MASTER GARDENER" and a wage increase to $7.00 per hour. Otherwise, the basic project parameters remain unchanged. Starting in 1994 we partnered with McDonalds Nursery for five years. After a one-year hiatus we started again in 2001 with a new sponsor, Lowe's. They recognize we are a valuable resource because time we spend helping people frees their staff to do their jobs. We get to share our gardening knowledge with the public while getting a 10% discount on gardening purchases and providing revenue for the master gardener's extension office account. A win-win situation for both parties.


This year some people were unable to participate because all sixteen shifts were taken. Next year I plan to give people who haven't participated in the past first priority during shift sign up. If anyone has other feed back, suggestions, regarding this activity, please contact me.


Lastly, a big THANK YOU to all who continue to make "ASK THE MASTER GARDENER" the oldest and one of the most successful group projects we have.

SoW Simple

The peony plants have been unusually beautiful this year.  One of my plants has blooms 5.5" across.  This plant always has big blooms and this year is no exception.


The peony plant asks for normal soil and to be planted 1' below the soil level. Lower than that and the plant may not bloom.  It takes about 3 years for a new cutting to get going and show its' true self. No need for fertilizer and the fall foliage color is useful for flower arranging. 

I am sitting here waiting for a windstorm and wondering how my peony family of plants will weather the wind advisory.  Usually the heavy headed blooms become saturated with water and leave a droopy looking plant.  Use a cage to help support the plant and promptly cut off all the first blooms to reduce the weight.  The second and third blooms are not as heavy and will often be supported by the stem. 


Let me recommend a peony that has a single row of white petals and a large yellow fluffy center. The petals look like poppies (tissue paper) .The plant is on display at Draper Chevrolet, corner of Eastman and Saginaw. Each year this corner beams as the six plants bloom -standing tall and never fall over

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Q - I purchased a Gerbera Daisy for my deck containers.  How can I get the plant to continue blooming after the first show of flowers?


A – The Gerbera daisy is a perennial that originates from tropical areas of the world such as South Africa, Madagascar, South America, and tropical Asia.  They offer a stunning display of vivid colors and can be grown as a perennial in USDA hardiness zones of 9 -11.  Nurseries here in Michigan sell the Gerbera daisy as an annual, but because this daisy is a perennial, its bloom time is limited.  For optimum enjoyment as an annual, buy a plant that is just beginning to bloom and has several buds developing.  Gerbera daisies will bloom the longest where they get strong light, are fed regularly, and are kept evenly moist and warm.  Under the very best of circumstances, Gerbera daisies may bloom for 4 -6 weeks.  However, remember that when you purchase your daisy, you do not know how long it has been already blooming for the nursery.  Once the blooms begin to languish, enjoy the plant for its beautiful foliage.

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Adjust Watering Regimen for Summer





Those June rains are not likely to continue during July and August. If you can see your footprints in the dry grass because it stays flat after you've walked on it, that turf is thirsty. Get out the hoses!  Many folks are still confused regarding whether to water infrequently, but deeply, or frequently but lightly.  The answer lies in understanding some basics of cool season turf grass growth. When temperatures rise during the summer, grass roots shrink.  They have reduced ability to harvest water from the root zone area.  That's the time for frequent, light watering (0.1 to 0.2 inches/day).  Use rain gauges or shallow cans in a few spots to measure water distributed in a half hour. Adjust watering time accordingly. During fall and spring when the soil is cooler root systems are larger and penetrate deeper.  That's the time for infrequent but deep irrigation, say one half inch per watering cycle. Including rain, total water per week should be one to one and a half inches.  If your soil is sandy (less water retention), coupled with hot windy conditions, I would recommend one and a half inches.


�There are two schools of thought regarding when to water. One is early morning, around sunrise. That time results in the most efficient use of water due to a low evaporation rate because of low temperatures and wind conditions. The other is midday or early afternoon (my choice). Though water efficiency is less, the evaporating water cools the soil reducing heat stress of the turf during the hottest part of the day. This is a big benefit. Make sure watering has ceased in plenty of time for the grass blades to dry before evening. Don't provide the always-present disease spores with an environment to attack your lawn. Also, keep an eye out for brown grass blade tips a few days after mowing. Those brown tips result in more blade water loss as well as an entry point for disease. It's time to get mower blades sharpened.

July is the time for Grub control


�I'm not a fan of pre-emptive pest control strategies in general, but if you've had a grub problem this year or last year, odds are these unwelcome critters will continue to feed in your yard this fall and next spring. During June, scarab beetles a.k.a. June bugs, Japanese beetles, European chafers, et. al. are at a critical stage of their life cycle. They emerge from the soil, mate, and lay eggs to create the next generation. Interrupting that cycle can be done most effectively during the first two weeks in July. ��The plan is to destroy grub larvae at an early stage of development. They are more susceptible to chemical attack in July than when they get larger. Also, insecticides that kill them at this stage will not affect earthworms or other beneficial soil dwellers.  Use products containing the active ingredient Imidicloprid, (Grub Ex, Bayer Season Long Grub Control).  Don't be confused by the term "season long".  It needs to be applied in early July because it won't be effective once grubs get big in late summer. One last point water it into the soil. Beetles lay eggs about two inches below the surface so grass roots, their food source, are readily available for the hatching larvae.
