	 PROCEDURES: 
	

	1. Complete PI/IRB Form

2. Submit completed PI/IRB Form with indicated attachments to the MSUE Associate Director – with a copy to the appropriate Institute Director – for review and approval.

3. MSUE Associate Director will forward to the CANR Associate Dean for Research to obtain approval, and then forward to Office of Vice President for Research and Graduate Studies for final approval.

5. Response to applicant with copies to both the District Coordinator and the Institute Director will be provided upon initial receipt of information and after approval has been obtained by the Office of the Vice President for Research and Graduate Studies.  Upon PI approval, IRB is also informed so that IRB paperwork can be initiated.
